They have refused
to vote appropriations for protecting Texas against ruthless savages, for the sole
reason that she is a slave-holding State. And, finally, by the combined sectional vote of
the seventeen non-slave-holding States, they have elected as president and vice-
president of the whole confederacy two men whose chief claims to such high positions
are their approval of these long continued wrongs, and their pledges to continue them
to the final consummation of these schemes for the ruin of the slave-holding States.”
