NOTES:
The advanced work requires a DEFINITION, EXAMPLE, ANTONYM, and IMAGE. 
The grade level work does not include the ANTONYM category. 
The foundations work does not include the EXAMPLE or the ANTONYM categories.
The ANTONYM and IMAGE required on the advanced work will vary. As such, those options are not included here. The EXAMPLE may vary in its wording. 
The definition included here is the answer from the foundations work. Examples are taken from the readings on the slideshow.
1. Reconstruction
a. Definition: A period of time after the Civil War focused on rebuilding the South and reuniting the country.
b. Example: (The example will closely follow the definition in this case)

2. Sharecropper
a. Definition: Farmers who would rent land and equipment from landowners, paying their rent in the form of a portion of their crops.
b. Example: Poor white and Black Southerners often worked as sharecroppers during Reconstruction, often getting trapped in cycles of debt.

3. Amendment
a. Definition: Additions or edits made to the Constitution.
b. Example: The 13th, 14th, and 15th amendments, which addressed the rights of the newly freed people, including their right to citizenship and vote in elections 

4. Ratify
a. Definition: To officially approve
b. Example: Southern states had to ratify the 13th, 14th, and 15th amendments to the U.S. Constitution in order to rejoin the Union.

5. Franchise
a. Definition: The right to vote
b. Example: The 15th Amendment enfranchised Black men after the Civil War.

6. Martial Law
a. Definition: The suspension of normal state governments, and political control being placed under military rule.
b. Example: The South was placed under martial law as part of Congressional Reconstruction.

7. Redemption
a. Definition: Fixing problems
b. Example: Ex-Confederate “Redeemers” wanted to fix what they believed were the problems created by the U.S. Congress during Reconstruction.
